unacceptable levels of styrene. Use of the proper type of
filter is also important. Incorrect filters may clog too
easily, increasing pressure drop, reducing air delivery, and
creating the possibility that fumes are not being effectively
removed.

In some cases, these filters should be replaced on a daily
basis. In others, less frequent changes are sufficient. We
encourage you to put a program in place that insures your
filters are changed on a regular basis, and that is
appropriate for your production levels.
